WHY:         
About a third of high school seniors nationwide report using an illicit drug sometime in the past year, and more than ten percent report non-medical use of narcotic painkillers. Nationwide, the number of people ages 12 and over that use marijuana for the first time has increased for the third year in a row (National Survey on Drug Use and Health.) Teen Health Trivia Night will examine encouraging local data that shows that the majority of Danvers teens do not use alcohol and other drugs on a regular basis.

While drugs can put a teenager’s health and life in jeopardy, many teens are not aware of the risks. National Drug Facts Week is for teens to get factual answers about drugs so they can make informed decisions for themselves and share accurate information with those they care about.  It’s a chance for teens to shatter drug myths and get the facts!
